He also took carillon lessons at
the University College Roosevelt in Middelburg. He served as a member of the board of directors of the
Dutch Carillon Guild from 2009 to 2013. He teaches carillon at the Cultural Centre of Bergen op Zoom and
gives concerts in Europe and the USA.
